Entry Notes and Conditions 2009:

1. Documentation

At registration the following documents will be inspected: - Certificate of Insurance. 

2. Airworthiness

The organisers reserve the right to prohibit the launch of any balloon that, in their opinion, is not airworthy.

3. Insurance

 Pilots must carry BMFA Membership details and insurance paperwork, which is to be presented to the organizers before first inflation.
4. Qualifications:

No specific qualifications are required, LPG fire and BBAC refueling guidelines should be studied prior to entry
5. Pilot Briefings:

Attendance at pre-flight pilot briefings is mandatory for all pilots wishing to fly and display at the event.

6. Safety:

Any meteorological report or forecast, or other safety or navigational information, is provided in good faith for the guidance of pilots. Officials will be appointed to regulate the inflation and launching of balloons. However, nothing shall diminish the responsibility of the pilot for the safe operation of his balloon at all stages of inflation, launch, flight and landing. He must ensure that his equipment, his crew and his own level of skill and experience, including flying in close proximity to other balloons, are suitable for the conditions in his own judgment.

7. Launch Areas:

The general public will not be admitted to the launch areas.

Models will be required to operate on long lines within the pavilion building especially those under R/C operation. 
The launch master will give permission to take-off. This permission does not relieve the pilot of the complete responsibility for his take-off, including adequate lift to clear obstacles and other balloons and to continue safely in flight. 
Unmanned vehicles will not be permitted to operate along side man carrying balloons in the main outdoor arena without the permission of the meet director.

A pilot taking off without permission, whether due to loss of control or any other reason will be barred from the event. If the balloon does not take off within 30 seconds of being given permission, the launch master may cancel take off.
If it is felt that a model balloon is flown unsafely, has defective components or is likely to pose a safety risk to other entrants or members of the public the organizers reserve the right to exclude the aircraft / pilot for the reminder of the event. 
8. Entry fee:

There will be a £5 entry fee per pilot – unless this is your first visit to the Llangollen model Hot Air Balloon Festival please make cheques payable to Xuberance Ltd.

Waiver:

By entering the event, an entrant (includes pilot & crew) waives any right of action against the organiser, the owner of any site and their respective members, employees or personnel for any loss or damage sustained by him in consequence of any act or omission on their part, or on the part of other entrants.

10. Liability to third parties:

By entering the event a pilot assumes all liability for injury, loss or damage to third parties or their properties caused by himself, his crew or his charges.

11. Participation:
Events will be provided over the whole weekend, entrants are free to attend all or non of the events, but a request is made to take part in flying your model during the periods which the site is open to the public 

12. Disclaimer
Xuberance Ltd, trading as Llangollen Balloon festival, its officers, employees, agents and representatives shall have no liability whatsoever in respect of all and any action, claim, demand, proceedings, costs, expenses, fines, penalties loss or damage whatsoever arising out of or connected with the participation by an person, firm or company in whatever capacity in the festival including but not limited to arising or resulting from ot connected with the loss injury or damage sustained by or to any third party, any refusals by insurers to meet in full or in part or at all any claim or the seizure of taking of possession of any balloon or equipment.
